ATVs in the city
A reminder that ATVs are 
permitted on motorized multi-
use trails in Whitehorse between 
April 1 and October 31. 

All recreational vehicles with 2, 
3, 4 or 8+ wheels are considered 
ATVs, including gas or electric 
dirt bikes, quads or other similar 
vehicles.

Only registered ATVs displaying 
a license plate may be operated 
within the city.

Operators are required to: 
- be 16 years or older 
- wear a helmet while riding 
- have a valid driver’s license 
- have public liability insurance 
- have a certificate of registration 
- possesses a valid ATV Safe Card

Riders can obtain their ATV Safe
