Snow and Ice

Drive with caution in areas
where snow removal crews are
working. Slow down and allow at
least 15 metres of space.

Ploughing and sanding will
continue, but snow removal may
be delayed due to extreme cold
in order to protect staff and
equipment.

When clearing snow and ice,
please don't move it onto the
roadways, sidewalks or private
properties other than your own.

Residential properties are

required to have snow and ice
removed from their sidewalks
within 48 hours of a snowfall.

Businesses must have snow and
ice removed from sidewalk, lane
crossings and accessible parking
spaces by 11 a.m. the morning
after a snowfall.

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Cold Weather

During this period of prolonged cold weather, residents are reminded
to be prepared in the event of an emergency. Make a plan and have

a 72-hour emergency kit ready, including flashlights with charged
batteries. Do not use outdoor barbecues or heating devices inside your
home. Transit service may be delayed. You can wait inside and use

the TransLoc App to see your bus moving in real-time and get arrival
predictions. Stay tuned to the City’'s social media channels for updates.

Cutting down your Yukon Christmas tree is a great way to experience
our forests during the holiday season. Make sure you harvest your tree
in one of the allowable cutting areas.
